Ask me about my Thanksgiving Story Bracelet!!
Your child has created a bracelet to help him/her retell the story of the first Thanksgiving.  Try to set aside a few minutes to listen as they recall the details they have learned.  Below is a list of what each bead represents so you can help prompt your child if they get stuck.  

First brown bead: The Pilgrims left England for religious freedom.

White bead:  They sailed on the Mayflower.

3 blue beads:  They had a long trip across the ocean.

Green bead:  Finally, they spotted land.

3 white beads: There was lots of snow during their first long winter.

Light green bead: Finally, spring arrived.

Brown bead:  They met their friend, Squanto, who helped them a lot.

4 beads for the food at the first Thanksgiving:


Red= cranberries


Yellow= corn


Brown= turkey


Orange= pumpkins
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
